Mom’s Report
Hello Everyone,

Spring Semester of 2022 resumed on January 18" and the new executive team took over leadership at the fraternity.
Iowa State men’s and women’s basketball are providing entertainment and excitement. Forty-three men made the
Dean’s list which requires a grade point of 3.5 and 50 made the house scholarship goal that requires a 3.4. The overall
GPA for the house was 3.34.

On January 21%-22", five AGR men attended recruitment school in Kansas City. This was followed by recruitment
weekend January 281-30" and approximately 30 young men from Arkansas, Illinois, Wisconsin, Florida, Kansas,
Minnesota, and lowa joined the men at the house. The AGR barbeque team provided lunch on Saturday that included
smoked pork, mac and cheese, mashed potatoes, and corn. The smoked pork was the best. Later in the day, members
and recruits were able to attend the basketball game in the afternoon and the hockey game that night.

(SAE) fraternity. They practice at the AGR house 3 nights a week from 8-10 pm.

as a traditional soldier with the Minnesota and lowa National Guard.

In 2000, Craig went on active duty working for the National Guard Bureau as the Program Manager for the Digital
Training Development Center at Camp Dodge.

In 2011, Craig returned to work for lowa Emergency Management as the Recovery Bureau Operations Chief. He also
transferred back to the Minnesota National Guard where he was assigned as the Deputy Adjutant General-Army for
the State of Minnesota. He retired from the Minnesota National Guard in 2014 at the rank of Brigadier General after
nearly 34 years of service. In December 2013, Craig began working for the lowa Department of Transportation as the
Winter Operations Administrator.

His awards include: the Legion of Merit, the Bronze Star medal, the Meritorious Service medal, the Army
Commendation medal, the National Defense Service medal, the Afghanistan Campaign medal, the NATO Afghanistan
Service medal, the Armed Forces reserve medal with 30-year device, the Combat Action Badge, the Department of
the Army Staff Badge, and the State of lowa Civilian Service medal.

In addition to his Bachelor’s degree, he received a Master’s in Public Administration from Drake University, and a
Master’s degree in Strategic Studies from the U.S. Army War College.

Craig resides in Ankeny with his wife, Diane Bargfrede, where both are avid lowa State Cyclone fans and have
supported Eta chapter.

Craig shared at his initiation that he was deeply grateful for the honor to become a member of Alpha Gamma Rho. “I
have seen firsthand how the deep and lasting connections being a part of a fraternity can have on an individual’s life,
and, in my own small way, I hope to be a positive influence for both Eta chapter and Alpha Gamma Rho.




ISU 4U Promise

ISU 4U Promise is a program lowa State University has with King Elementary and Moulton Elementary School

in Des Moines, 1A that encourages students that are enrolled in King and Moulton to attend college. Students who
complete 5th grade at ISU 4U Promise schools are eligible for tuition assistance at lowa State University, up to

full tuition, depending upon how long they attended King and Moulton Elementary. They also promote college

by fostering engagement between lowa State students and elementary school students. Representatives from each
college at Iowa State participate in classroom educational activities. Alpha Gamma Rho has had the privilege to be
the organization and students representing the College of Agriculture and Life Sciences to teach students at King and
Moulton about agriculture. Since November of 2018, Alpha Gamma Rho has worked to educate young people about
agriculture, starting with kindergartners at these two elementary schools in Des Moines. Alpha Gamma Rho has the
unique opportunity to participate in educational activities in multicultural classrooms about science and agriculture.

In late January, men from Alpha Gamma Rho traveled to King
Elementary to teach 4th grade students about animal defense
mechanisms to supplement their science curriculum. Men
were excited to participate in this opportunity, as we have
been unable get into the classroom over the last two years,
due to COVID-19. We facilitated three different stations that
taught them about this subject. These stations included: a
scavenger hunt that taught the students about concealment, a
coloring/scrapbook activity that focused on camouflage, and
a worksheet that covered all of the primary types of defense
mechanisms. We had the chance to run these stations in two
different classrooms.

AGR participated in a similar activity through the ISU 4U Program at

the end of February, teaching kindergarteners at King Elementary about
trees and plants, as well as the difference between living and nonliving
things. The students participated in bingo, sorting games, coloring, and
craft activities that all centered around these topics. We look forward

to facilitating a very similar engagement activity with the students of
Moulton Elementary after Spring Break. We also look forward to possibly
helping with SHOP, a student-run food pantry on campus that is available
anonymously to any student.

Additionally, last December before winter break, we took part in an
Adopt-A-Family program for a Des Moines family in need. Through this
program, we were able to buy clothing and gifts for a family of four with
two young children. This is a new program to AGR and is one that we are
hoping to continue in the future. This was made possible by donations
from active members of Alpha Gamma Rho - Eta chapter.
